know edge of, attitudes toward, and practice of contraception

Questions were posed regarding famly relations, fertility, famly
pl anni ng, and fam |y denographics. Additional detailed questions
focused on contraceptive use, including types of contraception and
period of time that each type was used. Another prinary focus of
t he fourth survey was the premarital famly and nonfamly
experi ences of both husband and wife, with questions being asked
about education, enploynent, and living arrangements prior to
marriage. Denopgraphic information such as age, education

enpl oyment, and fanily history was collected for both husband and
wife.
