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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to test whether
the Gengd Strain Theory can empiricaly
predispose adolescent delinquency in Taiwan.
Sample, including 1,157 middle school students,
was sSdected from Tape, Tachung, and
Kaohgung city by a dratified-cluster method.
The results showed that negative life events, life
hasdes, and negetive relaions with adults were
sgnificant predictors of adolescent delinquency
in Tawan.
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
