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Preface

This country started preparation of statistics on personal income distribution in
1964, a sampling survey on household income and expenditure in the Taiwan area
conducted by the Directorate-General of Budget, Accounting and Statistics
(DGBAS). This survey adopts a stratified two-stage sampling method with counties
and cities as subpopulations. The Ts'un and Li, a basic administrative unit, is
designated as the primary sampling unit (PSU), and the household in the PSU is the
secondary sampling unit (SSU). The universal sampling rate is about 0.20%, which is

16,528 households. The items of survey are as follows:

a. Household members;

b. Household facilities and housing conditions;
c. Income and expenditure;

d. Consumption expenditure;

For annual cumulative statistics, the reference time is the one-year period from
January 1 to December 31. For static data, the reference time is the end of the year.
The interview was executed from next January to February. The final result of the
survey will be released at the end of August and the report will be published in
October.

This issue had been named as “Report on the Survey of Personal Income
Distribution” and was renamed as “Report on the Survey of Family Income &
Expenditure” in 1994 to meet the meaning of report. The report for 2023 was
recently completed. The report contains three parts— a summary analysis, tables
containing results of surveys in the past, and detailed statistics of the 2023 survey.
Plans of the survey, terminologies with their explanation, survey methods, and
questionnaires used for 2023 surveys are attached for users as a reference in their
study. The survey and related statistical works are a big job. Our colleagues have
done their best but some mistakes are still unavoidable. We would welcome and
appreciate any corrections and advice that will be used as a major reference for

improvement in the future.

4.Concerning housing tenure, before 2010, the term "self-owned" means owned by household members and their lineal relatives.
From 2010,the meaning is amended to owned by household members who usually live in this house in accordance with
the definition of 2010 Population and Housing Census.
5.Before 2022, residential area referred to the floor area of a house in pings, the dwelling space of apartments and buildings
included only domestic balconies, excluding stairs and corridors. Since 2023, the dwelling space has been based on the official
house tax registration file. It doesn't include public utility areas, balconies, terraces, and auxiliary parts of the housing.

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Appendix 1  Glossary

* Member of the Household:
The members of the household consist of those who partake the common living of the

household and comprising the following cases:

1.Those who are officially registered under the household head, living in Taiwan area and are.
(1)Sending more than 50% of one's personal income to fund the household.
(2)Acquiring more than 50% of one's personal consumption from the household.
(3)Supplying more than 50% of the household expenditure.

2.Those who are not officially registered under the household head but partake the common liv-

ing of household in accordance with (1) to (3) above.

* Economic Household Head:

A person in the household who earns the largest personal share of pay in family income is
considered to be the economic household head. In case more than one of such persons in the
household, the elder one is assumed the post; or all the members of the household are without
any income, the registered household head is considered to be the economic household head

accordingly.

* Employed Persons:
Employed persons refer to the persons in the reference year satisfying the following re-

quirements:

1.Those who are of 15 years and older, and are worked with a pay more than N.T. $158,000
during the last six months, or worked as an employer or self-employed worker without rec-
orded pay.

2.Those who are of 15 years older, but are on a paid leave due to certain reasons.

3.Those who are of 15 years older and are worked as more than 15 hours per week full-time
employees or as more than 3 hours per day unpaid family workers.

4.Those who are of 15 years and older, and are attending evening schools but worked as part-

time employees with more than six months and N.T. $158,000 income in the year.

« Adult:

An adult refers to a household member aged 18 or more.

* Income Recipient:
1.A person in the household who is the economic household head.
2.Those who are non-economic household heads are one of the following:

(1)Employer or self-employed worker with no income limited.
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(2)The household members with annual earnings (employee compensation + entrepreneurial
income + property income + transfer income) N.T. $158,000 (minimum basic wage *6)

and up.

* Type of Families

1.0ne-person family: Referring to a household composed of one person only.

2.Couple family: Referring to a household composed of one couple only living together.

3.Single-parent family: Referring to a household composed of one parent with unmarried
children.

4.Core family: Referring to a household composed of a pair of parents and at least one unmar-
ried child. The household may also consist of married children and other non-direct relatives,
such as brothers or sisters of the single parent, living together.

5.Three-generation family without parents: Referring to a household composed of grand
parent(s) and at least one unmarried grand child, with the second-generation direct relatives
(i.e., father and mother) those who are not the members of the household. The household may
also consist of second-generation non-direct relatives living together.

6.Three-generation family: Referring to a household composed of grand parent(s), parent(s),
and at least one unmarried child. The household may also consist of other non-direct relatives
living together.

7.0ther families: Referring to families not classified elsewhere.

+ Compensation of Employees:
This refers to income earned by a household member from his working places (including
full-time and part-time jobs).
1.Payroll for full-time job: This refers to gross income earned from the full-time job in cash—
including basic pay, professional allowance, working allowance, and wage and in kind, with-
out deducting the employee's social security contributions and before taxes.
2.Payroll for part-time job: This refers to gross income in cash, pension, and retirement pay
earned from the part-time job.
3.0Other income: This includes overtime pay, transportation allowance, year-end bonus, meri-
torious award, full-attendance award, fringe benefits, death benefits, education allowance,

maternal allowance, and marriage allowance.

* Entrepreneurial Income:
This refers to net profit earned by a household unit from its participating in unincorperated

enterprise activities.
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* Property Income/Expenditure:
This refers to income earned from property provided for use by others and also to expendi-

ture on using property provided by others.

1.Interests: This term refers to income and payment of interests generated from time deposits,
savings deposits, bonds and debentures, and loans and credits offered by private savings
pools and funds and banks.

2.Dividends: This term consists of transfers of income in respect of the shares and other forms
of participation in the equity of private incorporated enterprises, cooperatives and public cor-
porations.

3.Land rents and royalties: Rent refers to income and payment resulting from using land
while royalty, to income and payment relating to using trade mark, copyright or patent.

4.0ther rents: This refers to rent for a housing unit and income produced from leasing other

assets, net of taxes, maintenance expenses, depreciation, and insurance premium.

* Imputed Net Rent from Owner-occupied Dwellings:

This refers to imputed rent net of depreciation.

* Unrequited Current Transfer of Income:
This category includes:
1.Social security benefits;
2.Social assistance grants;
3.Unfunded payment for employees such as hazard compensation and severance pay; and
4.0ther unrequited transfer of income.
Sources of the income are classified into four types —households, government, enterprises,

and foreign countries.

* Unrequited Current Transfer of Payment:
This category includes:
1.Taxes;
2.Social security contributions;
3.Private pension contributions;
4.Current transfer of payment to private non-profit institutions; and
5.0ther unrequited transfer of payment.
Recipients of payment are classified into four types —households, government, enterprises,

and foreign countries.

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Appendix 2 Survey Methods

1. Outline of the Plan for Family Income and Expenditure Survey

* Population Coverage:

This survey covers the private sector. Including Individuals residing in Taiwan area
and possessing the nationality of the Republic of China and their families that living
together are the coverage of the survey. People living in institutions and people who are
during their mandatory military service period which is over six months in the same

calendar year are excluded.
 Survey and Statistical Units:

Based on nature of statistics, the survey data use "Household" and "Person" as the

statistical units.
* Reference Time:

For annual cumulative statistics, the reference time is the one-year period from January

1 to December 31, 2023. For static data, the reference time is the end of 2023.
« Items of Survey:

Data to be collected in the survey are as follows:
a. Household facilities and housing conditions;
b. Household members;
c. Income and expenditure;
d. Consumption expenditure;
+ Implementation of Survey:

The fieldwork of the central and municipality governments’ family income and ex-
penditure survey is carried together. The selection of field workers, publicity campaigns,
execution, supervisions and working schedule are undertaken in accordance with the
measures governing the family income and expenditure survey.

* Sponsoring Agencies:

The DGBAS is the sponsoring agency of the survey, responsible for planning, data
processing, compilation, analysis and reporting. Meanwhile, municipality and county
governments are designated cosponsoring agencies, responsible for data collection and

preliminary data review.
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* Budget:

Funds needed to carry out the survey are appropriated from the budget earmarked for
the DGBAS to undertake the overall statistics. The expenditure on municipality

governments’ survey is funded in accordance with their own execution plan.

2. Brief Introduction to the Family Income and Expenditure Sampling Survey
« History:

A systematic sampling survey on the family income and expenditure in Taiwan area
started in 1964, and its history can be divided into 17 stages as follows:
Stage 1(1964-1970): During the period, the survey was conducted every other year, and the

ratio of samples drawn—samples as a share of total households-raise
in the range from 0.13% to 0.16%.

Stage 11(1972-1974): The frequency of the survey was changed to once every year, and the
ratio of samples drawn was raised to 0.18%.

Stage 111(1975-1977): The survey was undertaken annually, and the ratio of samples drawn
was raised to 0.3%.

Stage IV(1978-1983): The survey was undertaken annually, and the ratio of samples drawn
was raised to 0.4%.

Stage V(Since 1984): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 16,434 households.

Stage VI(Since 1995): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 14,706 households.

Stage VII(Since 1996): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 13,702 households.

Stage VIII(Since 1997): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 13,701 households.

Stage VIIII(Since 1998): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 14,031 households.

Stage X(Since 1999): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 13,801 households.

Stage XI(Since 2001): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 13,601 households.

Stage XII(Since 2002): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 13,681 households.

Stage XIII(Since 2006): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
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drawn has been fixed at 13,776 households.

Stage XIV (Since 2010): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 14,853 households.

Stage XV (Since 2011): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 15,857 households.

Stage X VI (Since 2012): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 15,858 households.

Stage XVII (Since 2014): The survey was undertaken annually, and the numbers of samples
drawn has been fixed at 16,528 households.

* Survey Method:

Data are collected both by Interview Survey and by Diary Survey.

a.Households to be interviewed: They are interviewed once a year, with inquiries

designed to collect data on major items of annual income and expenditure.

b.Households required to do account-keeping: They are required to record all actual
household expenditure item by item everyday. Meanwhile, fieldworkers are required to
do daily inspection on the households' daily entries in order to prevent mistakes and

omissions.

c.In an interview, data mainly come from a respondent's memory that is subject to a
restraint — discrepancy and omission. Data obtained from an interview are less accurate
than those recorded on account books. However, account-keeping takes more
manpower and money than an interview; therefore, extensive application of the
account-keeping approach is impossible. Only a small number of households are
selected both to do account-keeping and to receive an interview. From the same set of
households, data obtained by these two approaches are compared, and results of the

comparison are used to check and/or correct results of all interviews in the survey.
« Sampling Method:

1.This survey adopts a stratified two-stage sampling method. The Ts'un to Li, a basic
administrative unit, is designated as the primary sampling unit (p.s.u.), and the

household in the p.s.u. is the secondary sampling unit (s.s.u.).

2.In stratification, county and city government is sub-population. Since 2008 the stratum
are changed from three stratum(city, town, and village) into six stratum by employment

structure in industry and education level.

3.Samples are allocated as follows: 2,500 households in New Taipei City,2,000
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households in Taipei City, 1,500 households in Taoyuan City, 2,000 households in
Taichung City, 1,500 households in Tainan City, 2,200 households in Kaohsiung City
and 4,828 households in other 14 cities of Taiwan. Then, the samples of each stratum
in above four regions are allocated by the proportion of total households in each
stratum to total households in each region. In the first stage sampling, 20% of Ts'uns or
Lis in each stratum are drawn systematically. Then, the samples are also allocated by
the proportion of total households in each Ts'un or Li to total households in each
stratum. In the second stage sampling, household samples are selected from the
sampled Ts'uns or Lis systematically. The average sampling rate in the second stage is
near to 0.91%, and combining the two sampling stages, the universal sampling rate is

about 1.8%o.

The “Statistical Book of Assessed Individual Income Tax Filing Data” issued by the Fiscal Infor-
mation Agency of the Ministry of Finance covers taxable income based on the income tax law and does
not include the income from individuals and government transfers and tax-free income (e.g., unopened
withholding statement of employee’s salary, overtime paid within the limits set by the Labor Standards
Act, income from agriculture, forestry, fishery, animal husbandry, etc.) and separate taxable income, and

they can be a taxing unit at the age of 20, excluding undeclared households.
