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: This research confirms the positive relationship between

campaign spending and candidate’ s vote share. After
collecting 2010, 2014, and 2018 campaign spending data, we
use incumbency, party nomination, and the proportion of
agricultural population to predict vote share. It is found
that all of the variables are positively associated with
the dependent variable, except the agricultural population.
Although party nomination is the strongest predictor of
vote share, campaign spending also plays an important role.
To highlight the mechanism between campaign spending and
vote share, we organize volunteers to collect candidate’ s
campaign advertisement on websites, streets, and print
media. It is found that the more advertisements on the
record, the higher vote share the candidate receive. We
also provide some policy suggestions based on our empirical
findings and observation.
