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Abstract

The purpose of this Sudy was to investigate
the adminigtrator, teacher, and sudent attitudes
towards student ratings of indruction in teachers
colleges. The research methods were persond
interview and mailing questionnaire survey. The
ubjects were the officers, faculty, and students at
each school. Of nine teeches colleges, five have
required dl faculty to do the student ratingsin the
course they teach; the rest of them take student
ratings as an option for ther faculty. Eighty three

percents of teachers agree with that gudents have
the right to evauate the course they takes. More
than 90% students think students should be
dlowed to evduae ther teechers performancein
the classes.
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
