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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to establish
anew paradigm for parent involvement in schoal,
to develop guiddlinesto train preservice teachers
for parent involvement, and then to explore how
a parent involvement course based on the
giddines affects preservice secondary teachers
competence and efficacy in involving parentsin
their children’ s education. In the theoretical
agpect of the study in this year, the Delphi
technique was used to develop consensus
among 24 experts on critica issues of parent



involvement and on what knowledge and sills (1981)

preservice teachers should have to involve
parentsin their children’ seducation. An
paradigm for parent involvement in school was
established and the guidelinesto train preservice
teachers were developed . In the practica
aspect of the study, the Preservice Teachers
Parent involvement Efficacy Scade was
developed and a content analysis of course
syllabi in parent involvement was conducted.
The results of the content anaysis reveded that
generd family knowledge and schools
supporting families are the main components.
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
