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Abstract

The survey of kindergarten playground will
investigate 270 kindergatens tha will be
randomly sdlected from 1890 kindergartens of
21 ditiesin Tawan. This sudy will interview 20
directors and 20 teachers through semistructured
interview, and randomly sdect 270
kindergartens for questionnaire.

The objectives of this sudy are firg to
examine and eva uate the types, the contents, the
present safety problems, and the functions of
outdoor kindergarten playgrounds. The study
will dso compae public and private
kindergartens with each other in type, content,
safety, and function for better understanding.

Secondly, through interview and questionnaire,
the investigator will get better understanding on
director’ s and teacher’ s perceptions of outdoor
play.

Thirdly, the Revised Payground Survey
Ingtrument will be gppropriate and convenient
for educationa parties, researchers, and

teachersto use.

Results indicated that the privae
kindergartens provided more play equipment
than the public ones Reaults dso indicated
that the private kindergartens showed safer and
more functions than the public ones. Both
public and private kindergartens showed little
difference in playground types. Results dso
indicated that both private and public
kindergatens had a “safdy play” program



during the first week of the semester. Most of
the kindergarten directors and teachers showed
good concept of outdoor playground safety.
