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To fodter children’s socid adjustment is
fundamentd to the gods of schooling. A
review of the literature indicates that
children’s peer relationship gppearsto be
very criticd to their socid adjustment in
elementary schools. Additiond studies
suggest that children’s constructs of
friendship seem to evolve dong with the
discernible stages of development.
However, the relationship of children’s
congtructs of friendshipsto their socia
adjustment in eementary schools remains
nebulous.

Tofill the knowledge gap, this sudy
chose to employ both quditative and
quantitative methods to collect data for
andyds. The findings of the study indicate
that children’s condtructs of friendship
gppear to be different in the developmental
order: ranging from physica appearance,
playmates, role models, beneficiary of
favors, persondity traits to reciprocity.
The study aso revedsthat children with
advantages or disadvantagesin socid
adjusgment may be digtinguished in terms of
their quaitiesin peer attraction, peer
rgection and socid empathy. Moreover,
the rdlationship of children’s constructs of
friendships to their socid adjustment
gppears to be strong and significant in dl
dimengons. Based on such findings,
implications of the sudy are discussed and
recommendations thus proposed.
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
