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Long-term Adjustment to Witnessing Marital Violence and Experiencing Child

Maltreatment

Abstract:

Purpose: This study aims to investigate the long-term adjustment to witnessing

marital violence and experiencing maltreatment during childhood.

Method: The research design of this study is cross-sectional. This study uses

self-report measures to collect data from a national proportionate stratified sample

of 1924 college students in Taiwan. The sample is divided into four groups: no

violence, exposed only, abused only, and dual violence, to compare their similarities

and differences.  Semi-structured interview was also conducted to collect

qualitative data from 8 participants.

Results: Results indicate a significant relationship between child abuse and

marital violence. Eleven percent of the participants reported experiencing physical

abuse and exposure to parental marital violence during childhood. Participants who

experienced dual violence reported more trauma symptoms and behavioral problems

than those experiencing only one form of violence or none at all. Exposure to both

marital violence and child abuse during childhood was a significant predictor of

young adults’ problem behavior and traumatic symptoms, after controlling for other

potentially confounding risk factors. Cultural factors also play a significant role in

predicting young adults’ problem behavior and traumatic symptoms, after control



variables were accounted for.
